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DESCRIPTION

Each year the Comprehensive Plan must be updated to accommodate changes adopted by the City Council.  Such changes include: updates to the Six-year Transportation Improvement Plan (6-year TIP), updates of the Capital Facilities Plan, changes to the City boundaries due to annexation, changes to the City’s Business Plan goals, and new state mandates.  In addition, there are sometimes format changes or scriveners errors that need to be corrected.  This process of Comprehensive Plan clean-up is a routine amendment that the City handles each year.
ISSUE SUMMARY

REVIEW CRITERIA

According to RMC 4-9-020G, proposed Comprehensive Plan Amendments must meet at least one of the following review criteria:

1. The request supports the vision embodied in the Comprehensive Plan, or

2. The request supports the adopted business plan goals established by the City Council, or
3. The request eliminates conflict with existing elements or policies, or
4. The request amends the Comprehensive Plan to accommodate new policy directives of the City Council. 

The proposed amendments meet criterion four where the changes are intended to accommodate newly adopted plans and policies, such as the Six year TIP.  Amendments, primarily to the Vision Element, directly incorporate changes to the City’s Business Plan Goals, and many of the other proposed amendments reflect the goals, vision, and mission of the Business Plan.  Finally, format changes and amendments to scrivener’s errors make the Comprehensive Plan easier to read and understand, thereby reducing the potential for conflict with other elements or policies.
CONCLUSION  

Updates to the Comprehensive Plan should be made as a matter of “good housekeeping” and to ensure consistency of the Comprehensive Plan with other adopted plans, policies, etc.
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
